May 10 was the deadline for parent volunteers to help us carry the current PAC into the
2023-24 school year. We had expressed interest and we are grateful to those who reached
out and.or attended that night to express interest. Unfortunately, the requirements were not
enough to form the required Executive and keep PAC in place for the new school year at this
time.

All is not lost, the current PAC will manage and wrap up the required communications,
documentation and financials moving into September. We’ve established a School Snack
Committee with the help of parent volunteers who wanted to see the program continue. They
will work directly with the school admin in the absence of a formal PAC.

PAC, the School and Division remind parents that a PAC can be formed at any time should
interest arise. And the preference is to have a PAC in place at each school.

To establish a PAC at NHS - a Chair, Treasurer and Secretary are required. Executive Roles
and our by-laws are posted in the Constitution on the PAC webpage. Ideally, each parent
executive role should not pose a conflict with any executive PAC roles for any other Niverville
schools.
